Congressman Michaud and the Maine SBDC recognized Kasputes at a morning reception held 

at Pinetree Retirement Planning, P.A. in Auburn. Melinda Small, the founder of Pinetree 

Retirement Planning, P.A., is one of the many Maine SBDC clients assisted by Kasputes, who 

worked closely with Small to start her business in 2000. Pinetree Retirement Planning offers a 

full range of insurance and retirement planning. Having grown nearly 200% in its first year 

with continued growth thereafter, Pinetree Retirement Planning currently provides 

employment for 40 associates in the greater Lewiston-Auburn area. Kasputes continues to 

supply Ms. Small on-going guidance and insight. “Bob and the Maine SBDC have helped me 

grow the confidence I need to run my business. When I’m on track, Bob lets me know. When 

I’m off track, he helps me to see what I cannot see by myself, often helping me to anticipate 

problems before they occur,” says Small.  
 

Kasputes was a business manager and owner/operator himself before beginning his business 

assistance-counseling career with the Maine SBDC at AVCOG. For ten years, Kasputes 

managed accounting and operations for an $8 million grain storage, fertilizer and feed company 

in Minnesota. His accomplishments in that role included steering the business through the 

1980s farm crisis. His areas of expertise, honed there, embrace forecasting, capital asset 

purchasing, operational efficiencies, negotiation, and working with government and regulatory 

agencies. In 1996, Kasputes started Birdwatcher and Gardiner, a specialty retail business located 

in Freeport. He successfully operated and grew that business for five years before joining the 

Maine SBDC to share his knowledge and skills. Kasputes, who currently is a candidate for an 

MS in Accounting at the University of Southern Maine School of Business, and who holds a BS 

from the University of Connecticut, stated, “ I am very pleased to be the recipient of the Star 

Award, but I am always more pleased when one of my clients gravitates toward positive results 

because their effort and entrepreneurial spirit have taken hold in the business, they have dreamt 

to be a success; that’s the real reward.”
